School Environment

Bagdad Primary School is a special place. The school reflects a strong sense of community
involvement and participation coupled with a keen desire to maintain an exciting learning
environment.

It is 32 kilometres
from Hobart. Despite a growing population in the wider community the School continues to
enjoy a rural setting.

Parents may be required to provide a Medical Certificate if their child is sick for 5 or

more consecutive days or if attendance is an issue for the child.

School Levy

A compulsory levy charge is set to cover costs of specific resources for educational
activities and programs. It covers items such as classroom materials, class text books,
computer discs, art materialand the use of educational equipment.

Levies also include payment for excursions and performances, swimming programs
and other related school activities.

These levies are set each year and approved by the School Association.

On receiving payment for levies, relevant stationery items are issued for naming and
covering. Levy and Book Day is usually one week prior to the start of the school year.
NB: Student Assistance families are exempt from this payment. Schools receive
government support for some of the costs incurred.

Other Activities

Some school activities are based on a separ
that fall outside the normal learning activities. These can include school camps and
sports carnivals.

Student Assistance To Parents (STAS)

Financial assistance is available through a Student Assistance scheme to parents
where combined incomes fall below a recommended government threshold.
Additional information and application forms are available from the School Office.

Conveyance Allowance

An allowance is available to any family who has to privately convey their child to
school when the private portion of travel on a school bus route exceeds 5km.
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Emergency Information

It is essential the school receives up to date information on the current state of each
student s health and family contact detail ¢

Parents are asked to advise the school of any disability, medical, health or allergy
problem affecting their child. Parents are also requested to provide current emergency
details. A copy of this information is sent home at the beginning of each school year for
confirmation and for any necessary updates.

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Anti Bullying Policy

DEFINITION

Bullying is repeated incidents involving:

A bigger, stronger or more powerful child on a smaller or weaker child, or a group of
children on a single child.

WHAT IS BULLYING?
Verbal : The child is called names, put down, threatened

Physical : The child is hit, tripped, poked, kicked or belongings are
stolen or damaged

Social : The child is left out, ignored or rumours are spread

Psychological : The child is stalked or given dirty looks

RATIONALE

Every child, teacher and parent at Bagdad Primary School deserves the right

to feel safe with in the school.

Bagdad Primary School will be a supportive and safe environment where bullying is
not tolerated.

All members of the school community are committed to ensuring a safe and caring
environment.

RIGHTS RESPONSIBILITIES

All students have a right to:
Feel safe To act safely

CONSEQUENCES
